Young Oscar Winners
Since the Academy Awards began, a handful of very talented children have won Oscars. In 1935, for example, 6-year-old Shirley Temple won an honorary Oscar for her skill in singing and dancing. However, Temple did not defeat other nominees to receive the real award.
In 1974, however, 10-year-old Tatum O’Neal defeated four other nominees to receive the Best Supporting Actress award for Paper Moon. O’Neal played a girl named Addie Loggins. She traveled with her father across the country cheating people out of money. She was only 8 years old when they filmed the movie. The man who played her father was her parent in real life. In 1994, 11-year-old Anna Paquin also received the Best Supporting Actress award, for The Piano. She played the child of a deaf woman in New Zealand. There have also been several child nominees who did not win the award. For example, in 2000, 11-year-old Haley Joel Osment was a nominee for his part in The Sixth Sense. He played a boy who was able to see ghosts.
Sadly, no child has ever won a lead acting award. In 2004, 13-year-old Keisha Castle-Hughes came close when she was a nominee for Best Actress in Whale Rider. However, she did not win the award. One day, though, a child might take home the big prize!
