Nuclear energy once had a positive image and promising future, as it was considered clean, efficient, and affordable. However, the latest nuclear disaster in Fukushima may have changed all that. Now, when people hear the term “nuclear energy,” they tend to think of it as harmful to our health and environment. 
   In March 2011, a 9.0 magnitude earthquake hit the east coast of Japan. It created a tsunami that wiped out many lives and buildings. When it hit the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant, it started a disastrous chain reaction. First, the nuclear plants became flooded. Then, the flooding shut down the power that was needed to

So what, exactly, 
are
 hot springs? They are ponds, pools, or 
portions 
of lakes that are heated naturally underground. They work because of something called 
geothermal 
energy – heat that comes from the 
interior 
of the Earth. Sometimes, because of cracks or holes in the Earth’s 
crust
, water on the surface of the Earth reaches deep enough to have contact with the hot rocks in the Earth’s interior. If this happens the water heats up and travels back to the Earth’s surface through natural 
pipes
. The result is a hot pool of water that we call a “hot spring.” 
In 
volcanic 
zones, hot springs are sometimes formed when water comes in contact with magma. Magma is 
molten 
rock that can be anywhere between 650 and 1,200 degrees Celsius. When this happens, the water becomes extremely hot. If the 
plumbing 
where the water meets the magma is just right (think about a big water cave with a narrow pipe connecting it to the surface), the water builds up steam pressure and explodes out of the Earth like a volcano. This 
eruption 
is called a geyser. 
Because of the very special conditions needed for them to form, geysers are extremely rare. In fact, there are only about 1,000 of them in the entire world. Half of those are located in Yellowstone National Park in the United States. It is a 
shame 
there are not more geysers because, when they do form, they put on an amazing 
show
. Some of the biggest ones are 
capable 
of shooting water 100 meters into the air. That is higher than a 30-story building!

 Before you use water from any source, ask yourself a couple of questions: 1
) Do the plants near the water look healthy?
 
2) Are there any dead animals nearby that could have contaminated the water? It is a good idea to avoid 
stagnant
 water. Try and find a medium to fast flowing stream or river. Remember that dirt and 
debris 
float on the water’s surface, so to avoid picking up a lot of 
sediment
, put your 
container 
completely under the water when you fill it. 
Now that you have your water, it is time to purify it. The most effective way to purify water is by boiling it. This can be easy or difficult depending on what supplies you have. If you have a metal can and a way to make a fire, you are 
all set
! Start a fire and put the can next to it. Let the water boil for at least ten minutes. If you have no way to make a fire, fill a clear plastic bottle and leave it in the sun. Leave the bottle to bake in the sun for at least six hours. This should make it safe to drink. 
Another accepted way to clean water is with chemicals. The two most popular chemicals for purifying water are iodine and bleach. Whether you are using iodine or bleach, the 
formula 
is the same: three drops (or tablets) per liter of water. After you add the chemicals, shake the container. Let it sit for at least 20 minutes before drinking.
Luckily most of us will never have to purify our own water. However, it is an excellent skill to know for those who like going on adventures in the wild. In an emergency, anything can happen, so water purification is a great survival skill to learn
.
