Writing Starter 2, 2nd - Teacher’s Guide

Unit 1. The Things I Enjoy 
Warm-Up
Look at the first picture of the unit with your students. Ask students about the picture. Some example questions could be: What is she doing? Where is she? Is she inside or outside? Next, ask your students about activities they like to do. Some examples could include: What do you like to do after school?, What do you like to do on the weekend?  Write their answers on the board, and then ask about the activities. Use and and or in your questions. For example, questions could include: Do you like to (play tennis) in the morning or (sleep late)? Do you like to (stay home) and (watch TV)?
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus
Ask the students in class what they would like for their birthday. Write the answers on the board (e.g. a book, an MP3 player, a bike, some money, a game etc). Write these words on the board: who, what, where, when, why, how. Next, ask the students to choose between pairs of items, and then have them give two reasons why (for example, T: “Would you like an Mp3  player or a game?” S1: “An MP3 player.” T: “Why?” S1: “Because the MP3 player is smaller and easier to use.” T: “When would you use this?” S1: “On the bus or subway.” T: “What music would you listen to?” S1: “Rock and pop.” Put the students in pairs and have them ask each other and answer—as above—using or and and. 
Extension Activity – Writing

A Wish List: Ask students what they would like for their birthday. Write the answers on the board. Add ‘I would like _______ or ___________. Have students write this sentence and fill in the blanks using two things they wish to receive.  Next, write the following on the board: Why do you want this? When will you use this? Where will you use this? Who will you use it with? How will you use it? What will you do with it? Ask the students to use the questions to explain why they want these things, and what makes them special. As with the previous activity, students should give two answers linked with and or or, for example: “I will use it with my sister and brother.”

Unit 2. Going Out to Eat
Warm-Up
Look at the picture on the first page of the unit with your students. Ask what kinds of food they can see in the picture. Ask the students what kinds of food they like. Write their answers on the board. Next, use a colored pen to make a mark by each food—e.g. red mark for spicy, black mark for salty, blue mark for sweet. Ask a few students about their preferences to informally introduce so and but. Example conversations might look like this:  


Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Chain Story: Prepare some cards that each have a conjunction written on them (and, but, or, so). Give one card to each student and take one card yourself. Start telling a story by saying a sentence that ends in the conjunction on your card (For example, T: “One night, a car drove down my street AND…”). Have one student continue the story with another sentence that ends in the conjunction on their card (for example, S1:  “…stopped in front of my house, BUT…”). The next student must continue as above (for example, S2: “I did not know who the person was. He was talking into his wristwatch like a spy, SO…”). Have the whole class add a sentence and make a class story.

Extension Activity – Writing
 Look at the outline on page 1 with your students. ). Next, write the outline words from the first page of the unit on the board: Topic, When, Where, Like, Sometimes, Might (Eat/Do/See), Or, Usually, Might Try, Or, Going to. Ask students what they will do with friends or family in the next month. Put the students into pairs and have them ask each other questions about their plans (for example, What are you going to do next month? When are you going to go? Where are you going to go? What do you like about this? What is sometimes bad about this? What might you (eat/see/do)? What else might you (eat/see/do)? What do you usually feel about this?  What might you try? What else might you try? How are you going to feel?). Students use these answers to write a paragraph about their partner.

Unit 3. My Hero
Warm-Up
Ask the students to name some famous people. Write their answers on the board. Ask different students if they like (someone from the list). Ask them the reasons for their opinions. Conversations may look like this: 

T: Do you like Jason Mraz?  S1: Yes, I do.  T: Why?   S1: Because he is a great singer.
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Why and Why: Put students into groups and have one student say something or someone that she likes. The other student has to ask why, and the first student must answer with because. This happens two times, and then students switch roles. Conversations may look like this: S1: I like going shopping. S2: Why? S1: Because I like buying pretty clothes. S2: Why do you like buying pretty clothes? S2: Because they make me feel good.
Extension Activity – Writing 

“Because” Chain Story: Give each student a piece of paper with a different because phrase written on the top (for example, Because I was hungry, Because I was tired, Because the bus was late, Because I studied hard). The student must complete the sentence, on the line below. Next, the student writes a new because phrase, and then folds the paper over the first phrase. Now, the student passes this paper  to  a new student. Students continue writing and passing papers until each student has contributed to each story. At the end, have students unfold their stories and tell them to the class. Stories could look like this:

Because I was hungry, (I ate lunch. Because I ate lunch,( I was full. Because I was full, (I felt sleepy. Because I felt sleepy,( I took a nap in class. Because I took a nap in class,(my teacher got angry!

Unit 4. How to Make a Milkshake
Warm-Up
Look at the picture on the first page of the unit with your students. Ask them to name some other things you can find in the kitchen such as refrigerator, stove, frying pan, dishes, and foods (e.g. milk, rice, potatoes, etc.). Next, ask the students what they like to eat. Write their answers on the board. Choose one answer, and as a class, think of the ingredients and recipe for this dish together (for example, T: What do we need to make a hamburger? S1: Meat! S2: Bread!  S3: Tomatoes! T: Right. What do we do to the meat? Do we boil it? S4: No, we fry it. …)

Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Robot Training: Put students into pairs. One student is the “teacher” and one student is the “robot.” Give the “teacher” a piece of paper with an instruction on it (for example, write name in notebook, shake our teacher’s hand, make a paper airplane). “Teachers” must give their “robots” step-by-step instructions—using imperatives-- until the entire action has been completed. “Teachers” cannot touch the “robots” or show them the paper.  Instructions could look like this: 

T: Ok, first stand up. (Robot stands up.) Good. Now, take one step. (Robot walks into desk.) No, no. Take one step left. (Robot stands in space between desks.) Good. Next, walk straight to the teacher’s desk…. 

Extension Activity – Writing 
Crazy Cooks: Ask each student to name a food. Write their answers on the board (e.g. egg, rice, water, cucumber, apple, chicken, chocolate milk). Put the students into small groups. Each group must write a recipe, using at least seven (or more) or the foods on the board.  At the end of the activity, ask several groups to read their recipes to the rest of class. If there is time, ask the class to vote on the craziest recipe. 

 Recipes could look like this:

First, cut up the cucumber, apple, and chicken.

Next, boil water and cook some rice.

After that, fry the chicken in a pan with the cucumber, apple and rice.

Add salt and pepper.

Finally, pour chocolate milk on it as a sauce.

Enjoy our delicious new dessert!

Unit 5. The Aquarium
 Warm -Up 
Look at the picture on the first page of the unit with your students. Ask past tense questions about the picture (for example, Where did the children go? What did they see there? Get the students to answer in full sentences (for example, T: What did the children see?  S: Dolphins.  T: They saw dolphins.  S: They saw dolphins.). 
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Dice Challenge: Put the students into pairs or small groups. On the board, write “Regular Verbs” and “Irregular Verbs.” Give a die to the first group of students.  The students must roll the die and say as many words as their die shows. Odd numbers (1,3,5) are regular verbs and even numbers (2,4,6) are irregular verbs. For example, if the student rolls a five, they will have to say five regular verbs. If the student rolls a six, they will have to say six irregular verbs. The group gets one point for each correct answer.  Write the answers on the board under the appropriate area. When the first group is finished, the die is passed to the next group.
Extension Activity – Writing 

Brainstorm some irregular verbs with the students. Write these verbs on the board. Next, tell the students to choose five of these verbs.  Students must write a story, using these five verbs. After the students are finished writing, have them exchange their paper with a partner and check their partner’s irregular work. If there is time, have students read their stories to the class.

Unit 6. My Daily Routine
Warm-Up
Ask students talk about their morning routine. Some example questions could be: What do you do after you wake up? What do you always do before school? What do you sometimes do after breakfast? What do you never do? 

Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Question Time: On the board, write adverbs of frequency (e.g. always, usually, sometimes etc.) and action verbs (e.g. go, run, eat, etc.) Brainstorm ideas with the class and write them under the appropriate headings. Put students into pairs or small groups. Student 1 must ask a question using the first adverb in the list and the first verb in the list (for example, never + cry ->When do you never cry? OR Do you know anyone who never cries?). Their partner must respond in a full sentence. Now, the second student asks the first student a question, using the second adverb and verb in the list on the board.  Students continue asking and answering questions until all the words on the board have been used.  
Extension Activity – Writing 

My Double Life: On the board, write “Batman during the Day” and “Batman at Night.” Ask students for example of his day and night routines, writing down answers which highlight his double life. For example:
Batman during the Day




Batman at Night
-always wears expensive clothes


-always wears a mask and cape
-never drives himself (has a driver)


-usually drives the batmobile
-usually has business meetings



-often catches criminals
Now tell students that they are each different superheroes, but similar to Batman, they are only superheroes at night. They must write a paragraph about their double life— their ordinary day routine and their night routine as a superhero. If there is time, have some students read their paragraphs to the class.

Warm-Up
Write these four sentences on the board about an imaginary student:  Jung Min will turn 12 this year (use a real student’s name and correct age). She will get married when she is 92 (use a ridiculous age). She is going to eat lunch today at 12 (use a time/meal in the future). I think she is going to go to math class after this (make this sentence based on knowledge of her schedule, so it is probably true). Put students into pairs and have them guess which sentence is a fact about the future, which is a plan, which is a prediction based on no evidence and which is a prediction based on evidence.  Draw their attention to the use of “will” and “going to.”
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Have students work in groups and talk about what they will do after class. Ask them to think about things that are facts about the future, things that are definite future plans, and which are predictions about the future. Tell them to make sure to use “will” and “be going to” correctly. Next, ask the students to discuss what they will do at the weekend. If there is time, ask some students to share their conversations with the class. 

Extension Activity – Writing 

Fortune Teller : Tell the students to think about their own life twenty years from now. Ask them to think about the following: How old will you be? Where will you live? What will you do? Will you be married or single? What will your hobbies be? What will you do in your free time? Remind the students to use “will” and “be going to” according to how sure they are about the future! Have the students write a paragraph starting “Twenty years from now, __________.”

Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Our Class Rules: Write Have To, Don’t Have To, and Shouldn’t on the board. Put the students in small groups. Ask the students to think of things they have to, don’t have to and shouldn’t do at school. Each group should think of three to five examples for each category. After the students are finished, have one student from each group write their answers on the board. Some example answers include: 
Have To


Don’t Have To


Shouldn’t

wear a uniform


come to school on Sundays
be late
do homework


be at school at 6:00 a.m.
use a cell phone in class
come to class every day

ride a bike to school

sleep in class
NOTE: Don’t have to is used to show that something is unnecessary. Shouldn’t shows that something is NOT permitted or not a good idea.

Extension Activity – Writing 

My Vacation: Write Have To, Don’t Have To, and Shouldn’t on the board. Tell students to imagine they are going on a two-week vacation, and they need to ask a friend to help while they are away. Students must make a list of things their friend has to, doesn’t have to, and shouldn’t do while they are away.  Students must write in complete sentences. Some examples include: You have to feed my dog every day, You do not have to wash my clothes, You have to get my homework from my teacher, You shouldn’t forget to water my plants, You shouldn’t eat all my chocolate. At the end of the activity, ask a few students to read their lists to the class.

Ask questions such as What can you do around the house to use less water? How about at school? Why is it important to save water?

Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

 You Should: Put the students in pairs. Give each pair of students two cards (use the U9 Problem Cards). Each card has a different problem. Student 1 reads their problem first. Student 2 gives advice using should , shouldn’t or don’t have to . Then Student two reads their problem and Student 1 gives advice.  

For example:  S1:” I lost my cell phone. What should I do?” 

S2: “First, you shouldn’t worry too much. Next, you should borrow my phone. Then you should call your number. When you call, you should ask ‘Where are you?’ Then you should meet the person.”
S1:” Oh, that’s a good idea. Should I give a reward?”
S2: “No, you don’t have to give a reward.”
Extension Activity – Writing 

Write these prompts on the board: If you _____, there are a few things you should do. First, ______.  Next, _____________. After that, ____________. Finally, _____________. If you do these things, ____________________.

Sample questions could include: What kinds of animals are you interested in? Do you have any pets? What kinds of pets do you have? What is your pet like? What is your pet’s name? What does it eat? 
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Twenty Questions: Put students in pairs or small groups. One student must think of an animal and the other students try to guess what that animal is. The students can only ask yes/no questions to guess, to a total of twenty questions (for example, Does this animal run fast? Is this animal scary? Does this animal have a long neck?). When twenty questions are asked, or when the animal is correctly guessed, a new student takes a turn thinking of an animal. 
Extension Activity – Writing 

Activity A: Ask the students to write a paragraph describing their favorite animal. Write the following questions on the board: What does it look like? Where does it live? What does it eat? Would it make a good pet? Encourage them to use as many adjectives as possible in your paragraph.

Activity B: Ask the students to think of a family member or good friend. What animal is that person like? Why? Ask them to write a paragraph about that person, describing how they are like that animal. Tell them to give three reasons for the animal they chose. Write on the board:

For example, say “tall”’ and encourage the students to compare height, and then other things, like hair, clothing, and abilities. Make sure that students use both forms of comparatives shown on the board (for example, She is as tall as he is, His hair is not as short as her hair, Eun-hye can run faster than Su-Jin). Next, have the students work in pairs and compare other students in the class. 
Extension Activity – Writing 

Ask the students to think about two famous people, living or dead – two actors, two musicians, two people from history, etc. Then, ask them to work with a partner and use comparisons to write a paragraph comparing the two people. How are they the same? How are they different?

Unit 13. The Snake
Warm-Up
Look at the picture of a snake in the book with your students. Ask them what it is and what it looks like. Write their answers on the board (for example, long, green, slimy, thin). Now ask students to think of other things that are long or green or thin (for example, grass, a stick, a pencil, a rope). Compare the snake to one of these things (for example, this snake is as green as grass, OR a snake is like a rope). Have the students think of other similar sentences.
 Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Have the students think of some different animals. Write the animals that they say on the board.  Now put the students into pairs and have the students take turns comparing the animals to things in the school. The students should make at least five sentences for each animal. An example conversation could be:  S1: “A snake is as thin as a pencil.” S2: “A snake is as green as our textbook.” S1: “A snake is scary like our principal.” S2: “A snake’s eyes are as big as a marble.” S1: “A snake’s tongue is as ugly as homework.”

Extension Activity – Writing 

My Simile Family : Have the students talk about their families with a partner. They should think of two to three similes for each family member (for example,  My brother is as fast as a cheetah., but he is as lazy as a sloth. My dad snores as loud as an elephant and is strong as an ox.). After they finish talking about their families, students should write a paragraph about their partner’s family. If there is extra time, students can read their paragraphs to their partners. If students are uncomfortable talking and writing about family members, they can write similes to describe popular celebrities.

Warm-Up

Continue to ask them about puzzles (for example, Do you like to do puzzles? Are puzzles easy or hard? What kind of puzzle is easy/hard?)
Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

Write the words easy and difficult on the board. Ask the students what things (i.e. activities, subjects, sports, hobbies, chores) are easy to do and what things are difficult (for example, T: “Su-Jin, what is easy to do?”S1: “sleeping.” T: “Ju-song, what is a school subject that is easy?” S2: “Math.” T: “Woongjin, what is difficult to do?” S3: “Studying.” T: “Mina, what is a school subject that is difficult?” S4: “Science.”) Write the students’ answers on the board. Put the students into pairs or small groups. Have the students talk about these activities by using “however” and “for example.” An example conversation could be: 
S1: “What do you think about math and science?”  S2: “I think that math is easy. However, science is difficult. For example, science has too much vocabulary to learn. What do you think about basketball and baseball?” S1: “I think baseball is easy. However, basketball is difficult. For example, in basketball you have to do a lot of running!”  
Extension Activity – Writing 

Ask the students to pick two of the things they discussed in the previous activity. On the board, write the prompts: “I think __________________________ is easy. For example, __________________________ However, I think ___________________________________________________ is difficult. For example, ____________________________________________________________________________________.”

Ask the students to write a paragraph giving two examples for each thing that they have chosen.

Extension Activity – Language Skill Focus

The Best: Write these prompts on the board: 
What/favorite?
Why/ like?
How/ (fun/delicious/interesting/..)?
How often /(drink/do/eat/use..)?
Put students into pairs. Have them make a list of five different kinds of things that people could have favorites of (i.e. sport, drink, game, subject, pen, TV show, book). 
Now, have the students start interviewing other students about their five topics, using the prompts to make questions. An example conversation could be as follows: S1: “Hi, Soomin, what is your favorite sport?” S2: ”My favorite sport is baseball.” S1: “Why do you like baseball?” S2: “It is fun to play.” S1: “How is it fun?” S2: In baseball, you have to catch a ball. I like that.” S2: “How often do you play baseball?” S1: “I play baseball once a week.” After a few minutes, ask the students to go back to their groups and  report their findings. Have the students use “In his/her opinion” and “he/she thinks” in their answers (for example, Soomin’s favorite sport is baseball. In her opinion, it is fun to play. She thinks catching a ball is fun. She plays baseball once a week.). 
Extension Activity – Writing 

Have the students choose one topic from their list in the previous activity. Using the same prompts, have students write a paragraph about their own opinion. If students are at a high level, have them write about their opinion and compare it to one of the students they talked to in the previous activity. If there is extra time, students could read their paragraphs to the class. Remind students to use “In my opinion” and “I think” when writing.
